We welcome you to Gonzalez United Methodist Child Enrichment Center.  We are most honored that you have chosen our center to care and minister to your child.  We look forward to growing in faith, hope, and love with you and your child.

Funding

We are an outreach ministry of Gonzalez United Methodist Church, and therefore we are a not-for-profit child enrichment center.  We are funded through tuition and registration fees, private donations, fundraising efforts, and the ministry of Gonzalez United Methodist Church.

Licensing
Gonzalez United Methodist Child Enrichment Center is dually licensed.  We are licensed through the Association of Christian Schools International (ACSI), and the Department of Children and Families (DCF). We meet or exceed all standards set forth by ACSI and DCF.  We are inspected regularly by ACSI, DCF, and the Fire Marshall to ensure the safety of all children in our care.

(ACSI Approval # 186886: DCF License #C01ES0238)

CEC Board of Directors

The CEC is an outreach ministry of Gonzalez United Methodist Church and is administered by a Director and an Assistant Director.  In an effort to maintain the highest quality program possible, a Board of Directors is appointed by the church.  This board meets monthly and reports directly to the GUMC Administrative Board.  The Board of Directors controls all matters of policy and budget.  The purpose of the board is to work cooperatively for the benefit of both the church and the center to ensure that each child receives the very best care and education while attending the Child Enrichment Center.

Parent/Teacher Organization (PTO)

The PTO was established in the fall of 2007 to assist the Child Enrichment center by supporting the education of the children and promoting communication and understanding between parents/guardians of the students and the teachers and administrators of the center.  This organization plans, implements and supports family activities and fundraising activities for the center.  All parents/guardians, grandparents of enrolled children, teachers and administrators of the center and members of Gonzalez United Methodist Church are encouraged to join annually.  Dues are $5.00 per person or $8.00 per family per year.  PTO meetings are held monthly.

Staff

We are committed to ensuring that Christian teachers that love and enjoy interacting with children surround your child.  All staff is prayerfully selected and must comply with the educational, as well as biblical standards, mandated by ACSI.  All staff have completed at least 40-hours of training in “Introductory Child Care Training” and 5-hours of training in early literacy and language development of children from birth to 5 years of age and NFSMI’s “Serving Safe Food in Childcare”, as required by the Florida Department of Children and Families.  Staff members are certified in first aid and CPR.  Staff members are required to take an additional 15 hours of in-service training each year. All staff has had a complete background screening which includes an abuse registry check and FDLE fingerprinting.
Hours of Operation

Our standard hours of operation are from 7:00 a.m. until 5:30 p.m.  We do offer an early care option at 6:30 a.m., and an extended care option until 6:00 p.m. for an additional charge. 

School Calendar
Our calendar is a slight variation of the Escambia County public school system.  We offer two terms: a school year term, which coincides with the public schools, and an additional summer term.  The school year term begins with the first day of public school and follows the traditional school calendar throughout the year, honoring the same holidays as Escambia County, except that the CEC will be closed on Good Friday.  The summer term takes place during the months of June, July and August up to the start of the new school term. The CEC does close the week of July 4th.  Our center’s calendar is furnished at time of registration. Please see Appendix A.

Admission Procedure

Children entering the center will be placed in the appropriate class based on their age as of September 1st of the current school year.  This guideline is in keeping with the Escambia County school system.  

It is the parent’s responsibility to complete and return all required forms prior to the child’s first day of attendance.  All immunization (FDCF form #680) and physical (FDCF from #3040) records are to be updated as needed or requested.  Please refer to Appendix B for current immunization requirements.

The following forms are required:

All fees and tuition amounts are to be paid according to the requirements outlined in the “Financial Policy” section of this Handbook, and are NON-REFUNDABLE. In-house registration for the Summer and Fall Terms will be held during the month of February, with registration opening to the public the first week of March.  Once classes reach full enrollment a waiting list will be established.  As positions become available, individuals will be contacted on a first-come, first-serve basis.

Ratios

Our center believes that children need individual attention; therefore we strive to keep our classes as small as possible.  Our ratios are below the state-mandated requirements.  Our target class size and child/teacher ratios are as follows:

Financial Policy & Fees

Students are placed according to availability of age-appropriate openings. Registration fees are due at time of enrollment for each term, and are non-refundable.  

Monthly tuition is due the first of each month, and is considered delinquent if not received by the tenth of that month.  Your child may be denied attendance from the program until full payment along with a $25.00 late fee is received.  Tuition is due in full regardless of holidays, emergency closures or absences.  Payments should be made to GUMC CEC and placed in the drop box or office.  Please do not leave payments in the classroom.  The CEC does accept Visa, MasterCard, Discover & American Express.  Credit card or debit card payments can be made on-line under the Child Enrichment Center link at gonzalezmethodist.org.  There is a $3.95 fee for using the on-line option.
We do offer a sibling discount for families with multiple children enrolled in the CEC.  The first child will be enrolled at the full rate; each subsequent child’s tuition & registration fees will be discounted by 10%. This discount does not apply to children enrolled in the Powerhouse After School or Summer Camp Programs.
Extended care fees will be assessed for children arriving between 6:30-7:00 a.m., and leaving between 5:30-6:00 p.m.  This fee is $1.00 per session.  All extended care fees will be billed at the end of each month.

A late of fee of $1.00 per minute will be assessed for any child picked-up after 6:00 p.m.

Drop-ins
Drop-ins are accepted if space allows.  The fee is $30.00 per day.

Arrival and Pickup Procedures

Children are to be brought to the appropriate classroom each morning.  Children are to arrive in their classrooms by 10:00 a.m. – no exceptions. The parent is required to sign the child in and out each day.  Parents must provide written authorization for their child to be picked-up by someone other than themselves.  Each enrollment form requests names of persons who are allowed to leave the school with your child.  If a person on this list arrives and is not known to the staff, they will be required to show proper identification.  If a person arrives for your child who is not on the list, we CANNOT and WILL NOT release the child until we have received proper confirmation from the parents/guardian.  Please be aware that no one under the age of 16 will be allowed to remove your child from school; this includes siblings.

Safety 

We consider it an honor that you have chosen our center to care for your “blessings” each day.  Therefore, we take very seriously the responsibility of providing a safe learning environment for each child.  All children will be under a watchful eye of a certified staff member at all times throughout the day.  Fire drills are conducted on a monthly basis in accordance with the Florida Administrative Code, Chapter 65C-22.002(7).  Outside access doors will be selectively locked to provide emergency exit only. 

For added security, the center has an electronic keypad entry system.  Each family will utilize a 4-digit code of your choice to gain entry into the CEC.  This system does place a portion of the CEC’s security in your hands.  Please safeguard your entry code by giving it only to those individuals who are authorized to pick-up your child.  

We would also like to make sure that the children arrive and depart the center safely each day.  Please be sure to drive slowly in the parking lot at all times.  The parking lot becomes a very busy place each morning and evening; therefore we ask that all children hold hands with an adult while in the parking lot. 
Illness Policies
In order to provide for the well being of the ill child, as well as to protect all children in the center, a strict illness policy will be enforced.  The staff will contact the parent to pick up any child who has a fever of 100 degrees or higher, or who has an incident of vomiting or diarrhea.   Parents will also be asked to remove the child from the center if they have a continuous cough or thick nasal discharge.  The child will be isolated and made as comfortable as possible.  The child is to be removed from the center within one hour of notification. 

 We ask that your child remain home if they have had a fever, diarrhea, vomiting, undiagnosed sore or rash, severe cough, or a yellow or green nasal discharge or conjunctivitis within the previous 24 hours.

A child with any of the following communicable diseases will not be permitted to return to the center until a licensed physician states in writing that he/she has been diagnosed, treated, and presents no risk to himself/herself or to others.  Parents should report to the center if your child has been diagnosed with any of the following diseases: Chicken Pox, German Measles, Hemophilus Influenza, measles, Meningococcus, Mumps, Strep Throat, Tuberculosis, Whooping Cough, Giardia Lamblia, Hepatitis, Salmonella, Shigella, Impetigo, Respitory Syncitial Virus (RSV), Rotovirus, Fifth disease, Hand-Foot-Mouth Disease.  

Medications

Proper procedure must be followed in order for us to administer medication to your child:

1. An Authorization of Medication form must be completed for the days/week that your child is to receive medication.

2. This form, along with the medication, is to be given to the director for proper storage.

3. Prescription medication must be dated, pharmacy labeled, and prescribed for that child.

4. All medications must be in the original container from the pharmacy or doctor’s office.

5. Over the counter medication, must be accompanied by written doctor’s note, if child is under age for recommended dosage by manufacturer.

    *This policy applies to topical treatments also such as diaper creams,  

      sunscreen, and insect repellents.

Accidents

All accidents will be reported immediately to the director to ensure proper handling of each incident.  Parents will be immediately notified of any accident, which requires professional care.  Accidents not requiring professional care will be reported to the parent by the end of the day.  The staff member present will complete an accident form at time of incident detailing the incident and injury.  If the incident should involve more than one child, the names of those children involved will not be reported to the parents.  Accident forms are to be signed by the parent, and will be kept on file at the center.  A staff member certified in first aid and CPR will be on the premises at all times.

Emergency Closings
The CEC will observe the Escambia County School Calendar while in session. We will follow the guidelines and recommendations of the school board in regards to emergency closures. In the event an emergency arises which makes it necessary to close the school, parents will be notified as quickly as possible.  We will reopen once the facility and circumstances are deemed safe.  No adjustment in tuition will be made for such an occurrence.

Personal Items

Each child should dress in comfortable clothing and shoes that encourage independence and that allow for safe play.  Hands-on learning and artistic expression can sometimes get a bit messy.  Although we use washable materials (crayons, paint, etc.) even they can be stubborn to wash out. 
We ask that an extra set of clothes be kept at the center in case of an accident.  All items should be clearly labeled with your child’s name.  If the CEC must provide a needed change of clothes or undergarment the following charge(s) will be accessed. $3.00 – undergarment; $10.00 undergarment + pant/short. 
Children should wear shoes that allow them to run & play safely.  Shoes should fit securely and have a rubber sole.  Crocs, Flip-flops, or thong type sandals are not allowed.  Tennis shoes work best!!
Each child is required to have a 1-inch thick nap mat made of washable material (vinyl).  Mats may be purchased through the CEC. They should bring a sheet and blanket for naptime.  These will be sent home each Friday evening to be laundered and then returned on Monday morning.

Children, one and under, should provide their own sippy cup from home.  Diapers or pull-ups should be provided as needed.  A $1.00 per diaper/pull-up charge will be accessed if diaper/pull-up is not provided from home.
Our center prefers that children do not bring toys from home, as this can be very disruptive in the classroom.  We also ask that children do not bring coins or other small items, which can be choking hazards.  Children may bring security items for naptime, with the understanding that these items remain in the cubby until naptime.
Meals

Children arriving prior to 7:45 a.m. can enjoy breakfast upon arrival at a cost of $1.25 per day.  Breakfasts will not be served after 8:00 a.m. A nutritious mid-morning and afternoon snack will be furnished by the center for all children.  Lunches may be brought from home or you may purchase our “special lunch” option for $3.50 each day.  All breakfast and lunch reservations are to be made at the first of the month for the entire month.  Breakfasts and lunch fees are due, along with tuition each month.  A monthly breakfast, lunch and snack menu will be sent home each month.

Food & Nutrition Policy

Policy Statement

Good nutrition is vital to children’s overall development and well-being.  In an effort to provide the best possible nutrition environment for the children of our facility, Gonzalez UMC Child Enrichment Center has developed the following food and nutrition policies to encourage the development of good eating habits that will last a lifetime.

Breakfast & Lunch Options

The CEC gives parents the option to bring breakfast &/or lunch from home or to purchase those meals at the CEC.  DCF rules do not allow the staff to do food perp in the classroom.  If lunch is brought from home, please be sure that it is cut up as needed.  If food items need warming in the microwave, please place them in microwavable containers.  If bringing lunch from home, be sure to provide a healthy beverage.
Morning & Afternoon Snacks

Morning snack is provided for children enrolled in the one and two year olds’ classes; afternoon snack is provided for all classes, ages one, two, three, four and also for those attending the afterschool program.

Nutrition

The CEC follows the child care nutrition guidelines recommended by the USDA MyPlate.   To provide a healthy and balanced diet that includes fruits, vegetables, and whole grains and limits foods and beverages that are high in sugar, and/or fat, our nutrition policy includes the following:

Breakfast

· 1 milk 

· 1 fruit/vegetable

· 1 grain/bread

Lunch

· 1 milk

· 2 fruits/vegetables

· 1 grain/bread

· 1 meat/meat alternative

Snacks – will contain 2 of the following food groups

· Milk

· Fruit/vegetable

· Grain/bread

· Meat/meat alternative

Monthly Menus

Our monthly menus are carefully planned to follow child care nutrition guidelines at every meal.  Each menu is designed to provide a wide variety of nutritious foods.  Menus will provide children with a balance of variety and familiarity.  

Monthly menus will be published in the monthly newsletter, posted within the classrooms and on the parent board and can also be found on-line at gonzalezmethodist.org.

Breakfast/Lunch Orders

Orders for meals are to be placed for the entire month.  Order forms are due in by the 1st of the month.  The cost for breakfast is $1.25; lunch is $3.50.

Nutrition and Punishment

Staff will never use food as reward or as a punishment.

Food Activities
From time to time the teachers do plan crafts and/or activities that involve food items.  These activities will be posted in their curriculum plans.  In order for a child to participate in these activities written permission by the parent/guardian is required.  This permission slip is to be signed annually.

Celebrations

From birthday parties to holidays there are many opportunities for celebrations at the CEC.  Parents are welcome to recognize their child’s birthday by bringing in a birthday treat for the class.  If doing so, please notify the teachers a week in advance so that it can be posted in the classroom.  For holiday celebrations, a sign-up sheet with specific foods and beverages will be placed on the classroom door.

Professional Development

All staff is required to complete NFSMI’s “Serving Safe Food in Child Care” within 90 days of employment.

**************
Birthdays 

We believe that birthdays and holidays are meant to be celebrated!  Children are allowed to bring a special treat for the entire class for his/her birthday.  Please notify your child’s teacher ahead of time.  If invitations for an outside party are passed out at the center, we ask that the entire class be invited.  We do ask that you refrain from bringing balloons for parties, as they do present a choking hazard.

Communication to Parents

We believe that our partnership with you, the parent, is essential to helping your child grow and learn.  Our door is always open and you are welcome to visit and participate in your child’s class.  Daily reports will be sent home  with children in all classes.

Teachers will send home notices to inform the parents of the activities and lessons being taught in the classroom each week.  A monthly newsletter will be available to keep you informed of the latest news at the center.  All information is also posted on the Child Enrichment Center link at gonzalezmethodist.org.
The CEC also invites you to join us on REMIND, an app on your phone that will allow you to receive important messages about events, etc. at the CEC.  Your phone number will not be shared with anyone else.  To sign up simply accept the invite sent to your phone within the first week of enrollment.

CEC Directory and Media Release

Each fall we will publish a list of students with parents’/guardians’ names, addresses, e-mails, and phone numbers.  This is very convenient for contacting each other for parties, events, etc.  If you do not wish for your name and/or number to appear on this list, please note so on the CEC directory release form in your enrollment packet.

We also ask for your permission to create, release and/or reproduce your child’s picture, and/or likeness, and release and/or reproduce your child’s artwork and creative writing for advertising and promotional purposes, and to be displayed on the church website, bulletin boards, etc.  Please note that your child’s name will not appear in conjunction with your child’s photograph at any time. A media release form will be included in your enrollment packet.
Discipline Procedures

We believe that “you should train a child in the way he should go, and when he is old he will not turn from it.”(Proverbs 22:6)  It is our desire to create an environment in which children feel safe, secure, and loved.  We believe that children need boundaries, which are created and reinforced with gentleness and understanding.  Developing relationships with children is the greatest way to discipline them.  We will use positive reinforcement to encourage good behavior by:

1. Making every child feel loved and welcome.

2. Making sure directions and expectations are clear and understood.

3. Realizing a child’s needs and capabilities at each age level.

4. Clearly defining limits and consistently maintaining them.

5. Helping children develop problem solving skills.

6. Encouraging respect of adults.

7. Avoiding situations that encourage misbehavior.

8. Helping children to make positive choices and to recognize the consequences of good choices.

9. Praising expected behavior and at times ignoring unwanted behavior.

10.  Redirecting a child’s attention or actions.

11. Removing the child from the activity if he/she exhibits inappropriate behavior.

12. Building relationships with the children.                           
At no time will negative disciplinary actions such as corporal punishment, abusive or demeaning language, or frightening a child with threats be used by our teachers.  We believe that children respond to and need boundaries.  When positive reinforcement fails, these boundaries will be maintained through talking with the child, placing the child in timeout, or by revoking privileges.  
If a child’s behavior becomes unmanageable in the classroom, the parents will be notified.  If behavior persists, the center does reserve the right to dismiss any child that presents a threat to the safety and well-being of the other children or the staff.

Behavior & Assessments
As a ministry of the church, we believe it our duty to support all children and promote children’s healthy, social, emotional and behavioral development to the best of our ability.  

Within 45 days of enrollment and/or at the start of each school term, each child will be assessed using the ASQ3 (Ages & Stages Questionnaire) & the ASQ:SE (Ages & Stages Questionnaire: Social & Emotional).  Should these assessments reveal developmental areas of concern; your child will be referred through the Early learning Coalition of Escambia County for additional hearing, vision, and/or behavioral screening.  Upon completion of the additional screening(s), a parent conference will be held to discuss the findings and implement a plan to address the needs of the child.
Curriculum

At Gonzalez United Methodist Child Enrichment Center, our curriculum is designed to develop the child spiritually, academically and socially.  Through a wide variety of monthly/weekly themes, the children will learn about themselves, as children of God, and about the world that God has created.  We teach traditional family roles as instituted by God to enhance moral/spiritual values. The children will participate in developmentally appropriate activities that enhance their language concepts and vocabulary, motor skills, math, and social skills.  

The center’s curriculum is based on Creative Curriculum. The curriculum is aligned with the Florida Department of Education Developmental Standards, as well as NAEYC curriculum content and assessment guidelines, and the American Academy of Pediatrics developmental milestones.

Areas of Learning

Language and Vocabulary

Children are encouraged to develop language skills through experience, exploration, and interaction with teachers and peers.  A wide variety of center-based activities along with structured lessons will provide the necessary cognitive base for developing children’s language. This program provides for language interaction, thinking skills, good literature and an introduction to alphabet letters and sounds.

Math

Math is made meaningful and fun for children with materials, games and activities. Concepts introduced are one-to-one correspondence, patterns, sorting and sets, counting, number recognition, shapes, comparisons, sequencing, and measuring. 

Motor Skills

Fine motor skills will be developed through activity and learning centers.  These centers include such activities as lacing, blocks, stringing beads, puzzles, coloring, playdough, cutting with scissors, painting, cooking, writing, etc.  Gross motor skill development is encouraged through outdoor play and structured games.  
Art

Art projects will be used daily to enhance all areas of curriculum.  The art experience will foster creativeness, while providing opportunities for learning and discovery through various mediums.

Science
Weekly science activities will provide hands-on experiences that will allow children to explore God’s world around them.  These activities will encourage curiosity, observation, and problem solving.  

Music

Music is a vital part of our preschool activities, and is used to reinforce many skills.  Music will be used in the classroom to help develop listening skills, language development, large and small motor skills, creative expression, basic concepts, and social interaction. 

Unit Themes
Activities will be guided by a topical theme.  This approach will allow the children to learn about a broad range of subject matter.  Units are based around children’s interests, seasons, holidays, community events, and their environment. (See Appendix C) 

Spiritual Growth

Biblical principles, including that of traditional family roles, 
are taught each day through the reading of Bible stories, the memorization of scriptures, singing of songs, the interaction of loving teachers, and by attending chapel each week.  In chapel the children will experience the joy of worship, through creative lessons and fun action songs

Voluntary Pre-Kindergarten Program

Attendance Policy and Procedures

In keeping with our efforts to provide children and families in our community with a quality early education program, GUMC Child Enrichment Center is pleased to offer Florida’s Voluntary Pre-kindergarten Program (VPK) to our qualifying four-year-olds.  Since success in any learning environment depends largely on prompt and faithful attendance, it is necessary for providers and families to establish an agreement regarding absences and tardiness.  The guidelines set forth in this agreement are the basis for your child’s state-approved funding as well as his or her successful transition to Kindergarten.

Instructional hours for our VPK students are 8:30-11:30, Monday through Friday, for a total of 180 days.  At orientation, enrolled families receive a yearly calendar outlining start and end dates, all scheduled days off, as well as make-up days for severe weather closings.

5 Day Start-Up Period
Attendance during the initial “Start-Up Days” is crucial in facilitating a positive classroom community.  Therefore, attendance the first 5 days of school is MANDATORY so that students can begin to establish the daily routine.

Tardiness

Late arrivals and departures are disruptive to the learning process.  All VPK instruction begins promptly at 8:30 AM.  Arrivals after 8:40 are considered tardy.

Any student who is tardy more than twice in one month may be terminated from the VPK-funded program.

Absences

Pursuant to Rule 60BB-8.204 concerning attendance and funding for the Florida Voluntary Pre-Kindergarten Program, the following requirements apply:

· Each child is allowed a maximum of 3 unexcused absences per  

     calendar month.

· An additional 7 absences per month may be for extraordinary circumstances, and must be documented by a person other than the parent, and unrelated to the child, i.e. physician, officer of the court, etc.

PLEASE NOTE – absences of five (5) consecutive instructional days without proper documentation will be considered a WITHDRAWAL from the VPK-funded program at the GUMC CEC.  Withdrawals of this nature are not eligible for re-enrollment in the VPK-funded program at the CEC.

Absences due to Extraordinary Circumstances

· Illness/Injury of Child/family requiring hospitalization or bed rest (physician notice required)

· Medical or dental appointment (physician notice required)

· Infectious disease or parasitic infestation (physician notice required)

· Funeral services/memorial or bereavement of child’s family member (Obituary or death certificate required)

· Compliance with court order (Court order required)

· Special education or related services for child’s disability (program enrollment certification required)

· Religious holiday observance

· Family vacation – not to exceed 5 excused absences per program year

· Extraordinary circumstances beyond the control of the child and the child’s parent

Verifying Your Child’s Attendance and Absences

Children must be signed in & out of the VPK program each day.  Signatures must be complete – initials are not allowed.

Parents must complete and sign the mandatory attendance verification forms EACH MONTH.  These forms will be signed on the first day of the following month (ex. verification for August’s attendance will be signed on Sept. 1)  Your child’s continued funding in the program depends on your cooperation in a signing these forms in a timely fashion.  These forms verify that:

· your child’s attendance is accurate for the month

· you direct payment to be made to GUMC CEC

· you continue to choose CEC as your VPK provider of choice

Continuity of Programming

Students who comply with the aforementioned guidelines will continue to be served by GUMC CEC under the Florida VPK funding statutes, administered by the Early Learning Coalition of Escambia County.  If for any reason cause is found to terminate any child’s VPK funding status, the child may continue to attend GUMC CEC, but the parents or guardians will be required to pay full monthly tuition and applicable fees for the remainder of the school year.
